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Abstract

Corporate social responsibility is the product of a certain stage of economic
development, at the same time of a profit-seeking, the community should also bear
certain legal obligations and ethical responsibilities. Since the last century on behalf
of two or three decades, Professor Dodd and Bailey has been an argument whether the
enterprises bear corporate social responsibility, corporate social responsibility on the
controversy has never stopped. At the same time of Controversial in the academic
community, enterprises’ realization of social responsibility experienced from the
period of stemming from short-term economic interest consideration that repelled
the community responsibility unceasingly, to the big enterprises positively
participated the movement to advance enterprise community responsibility , and used
it to carry on the international competition and make profession barrier.
